POSITIONING/MANAGMENT

Hegari is a full-season open pollenated, white-seeded
sorghum that is great for grain or forage, and is also
popular for game birds. Hegari produces very juicy,
sweet stalks and leaves that are palatable, very drought
tolerant, and can handle poorer soil quality or types.

ANNUAL SUMMER MANAGEMENT

Planting Date: Late April through mid August. Soil
temperature should be 60-65 or warmer. Planting too
early could cause slow early growth and reduction in
population.

Planting Depth: 3/4” to 1 1/2” deep dependent

upon the soil moisture.

Row Width: Preferably drilled in narrow rows
Planting Method: Drill preferred.

Fertility: Nitrogen: 75 to 100 Ibs./acre PPl & 50
to 75 Ibs./acre after first cutting. Phosphorus: 20-
60 |bs./acre, more if the soil testing indicates less
than 30 Ibs./acre. Potassium: 40-80 Ibs./acre. A
soil test should be performed for better accuracy.
The above fertilization rates serve as a guide only.

Cut at
36”"- 48" or 60 -75 days for the best possible quality and
highest possible yields. Cut 6”- 8” or above the second
internode with a crimper to speed the drying and
regrowth process. Harvest forage at about 70 -75%
moisture. Chop at 1/4” -1/8” to get optimal packing.
